New hazmat rules issued

WASHINGTON -- The Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration has issued rules aimed at better compliance and safety in multi-modal and international transportation of hazardous materials.

The new regulations revise and consolidate the administration’s requirements that are applicable to rules and standards established by the International Civil Aviation Organization, International Maritime Organization, dangerous goods regulations of Transport Canada, and safety standards for transporting radioactive materials of the International Atomic Energy Agency. 

The administration said that the new regulations reorganize and clarify the conditions and limitations on the use of international standards and regulations. The regulations are in an easier format for shippers to use.

The new regulations take effect Oct. 1.
